Each team has six to nine members who will compete in ten grueling 

events in the Academic Decathlon.  Team members will test their 

knowledge of subjects including economics, mathematics, music, art, 

language and literature, and social science. In addition, the 

contestants present prepared and impromptu speeches, write an essay on 

a given topic and are interviewed by a panel of judges.
