The Tulare County Office of Education will host the 2008 Tulare County Academic Decathlon

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2:00 p.m. at the College of the Sequoias and is open to the public. Immediately following the 

Super Quiz, a reception will be held to honor the students and their coaches. The awards 

ceremony announcing the top teams follows the reception and begins at 3:30 p.m.
